Together with a team of Indigenous and non-Indigenous partners, I am currently investigating the 
use of storytelling as a method in Indigenous health research; arts-based, anti-racist strategies to 
support healthcare students in responding to the Missing and Murdered Indigenous Women and Girls 
Report; and arts-based spiritual care programs to support patients facing illness. These findings will 
help us to include Indigenous perspectives and practices in healthcare to move towards reconciliation 
and address differences in health.
